We are happy to have you apply for the THSRA Scholarship.  Please keep in mind the guidelines 

below.  They may help you in completing the application.  

 

1. Please include all your information.  The judges want to know about all areas of your life, 

not just rodeo.  Furnish the judges with as much information as possible to enable them to 

make a fair decision. 

2. You may use other paper to answer the items asked for in Part C or Part F, but you are 

limited to one 8 ½ x 11 page for each section.  

3. Please include a stamped, self -addressed postcard with the application.  We will use it to 

notify you of receipt of the application.  If you do not include the postcard, you will not 

receive notice.  On the postcard be sure and write, THSRA Scholarship applic ation 

received.  

4. Scholarship Requirements: 

a. Rodeo 

b. Financial Need 

c. Academics – Scholastic ability including completion of college entrance test 

scores  

d. Extra-curricular Activities including honors, awards, leadership positions held, 

etc. 

e. Narrative – should be typed and a hand –written copy submitted as well  

5. You must include ACT, SAT or THEA test scores .   

6. The application must be in our hands by April 1, 2008. Applications may be hand 

delivered to the state secretary’s office at THSRA by April 1, 2008. 

7. If you receive one of the scholarships, it will be sent to the college of your choice in two 

(2) payments if the amount exceeds $500.  All checks for $500 or less will be sent in one 

installment.   NO SCHOLARSHIP MONEY WILL BE SENT TO THE INDIVIDUAL. 

First payment will be mailed once proof of enrollment has been sent to the THSRA state 

office.  Second payment will be mailed after proof of enrollment AND minimum of 2.0 

GPA for the 1

st

 semester is forwarded to the State office.  

8. There will be at least one (1) scholarsh ip per region with remainder of scholarships to be 

determined by the committee.

1. Club memberships and extracurricular activities 

2. Leadership positions held  

3. Honors and awards received
