Association.  All of our rodeos are co-approved for both associations.  It is your choice which 
association you join – many current members compete for both.

Members who compete in both associations pay two separate entry fees for each rodeo.  In turn, 
there are two separate payoffs and two separate point totals.  Membership applications for both Tri-
State High School Rodeo Association and the Texas High School Rodeo Association (NHSRA) are 
included in this packet along with specific instructions for completing the NHSRA application.  (Please 
use separate checks for each application.)
